Conference of Young 
People in AA…what 
a great time we had! 
I’m almost 60 and 
read an article in the 
AA Grapevine, 

written by a guy a little older than me, who raved about how 
much fun he had at one of these YPAA events. He wrote 
that, “There was an abundance of enthusiasm, joy, laughter 
and camaraderie,” which he was caught up in like no other 
AA convention he had ever attended!  I concur. The same 
words describe WACYPAA XII, the YPAA event held in 
Reno this year, December 31 thru January 4. 

WAC12 was a little longer than other AA conferences 
because of the Wednesday night New Year’s Eve kick-off 
banquet/speaker meeting, which made it all the better by 
turning what is usually a three day event into a five day 
event. The setting was most excellent, a Grand Sierra Resort 
ballroom (GSR, I like that little coincidence.) plenty big 
enough to facilitate the over 1,500 people who attended.  

The New Year’s Eve banquet and speaker meeting was a 
great way to spend the evening. We had wonderful food, 
followed by Debbie D., from Concord, Calif., sharing her 32 
years of sobriety. She got sober at 18. She gave a wonderful 
talk. There were two separate comedians afterwards, then a 
dance. None of the old self-conscious feelings there.... the 
dance floor was jammed! A huge pack of young and some 
older members, like me, kicking up their heels like calves 
leaping from a stall! This was a true celebration of sobriety. 
And a heck of a lot better than being out with moderate 
drinkers (heh heh) on a New Year’s Eve in the past, running 
into trees and each other…not to mention the horrible 
morning after, none of that, nope. Just sober fun!!  

Thursday was focused on a Back to Basics 
workshop….”Bring your Big Book and your sponsor and get 
it into ‘action’.” The Reno local young people’s group, Not a 
Glum Lot, held their weekly meeting at the GSR that 
evening, followed by games of Capture the Flag, Big Glove 
Boxing, Gladiator Joust and ended the night with a midnight 
madness meeting.  

Friday was the official kick-off day. The theme was 
“Raising the Bottom”, ever so appropriate for today’s dual-
addicted members who may not be convinced they are 
alcoholic. For those seeking answers there were eight 
different panels and workshops, an afternoon local speaker, 
Kerry M., who always does a good job carrying the message, 
a Native American panel and smudge ceremony, and 
continuous marathon meetings. The evening speaker 
meeting was a blast! I took a seat 30 minutes beforehand and 

enjoyed watching sober young people dancing in the aisles. 
David W., from Livermore, Calif., gave an excellent talk. 
Many different groups were represented from all over the 
West including; MCVYPAA, SOCALYPAA, CHICYPAA, 
TACYPAA, VALYPAA,  NSDYPAA, LACYPAA, 
ASCYPAA, PASYPAA, EBYPAA, EASYPAA, DVYPAA, 
LVYPAA, BCYPAA, SLCYPAA, plus numerous 
companions from AA groups throughout the Western United 
States, Mexico, Western Canada, and a sprinkling from other 
points east as far as New York. And I need to mention 
Puerto Rica also had a representative. (I’d have to answer to 
Junior if I didn’t.) There was also a Spanish translator for the 
event and an ASL interpreter (American Sign Language). 
Friday’s festivities ended with TWO dances at the same 
time, plus Karaoke and an event hosted by the AZ ICYPAA 
bid titled, Get Laid (Whatever that meant.).  

Saturday kept everyone busy with 13 different panels and 
workshops for AA and five more for Alanon. The 
Hospitality Room was filled with fellowship, cards, 
checkers, chess, a rock band video game, and a variety of 
other things to do. There was an excellent display in the 
archive room with material from all the former 
WACYPAAs…lots of photos, memories, and emotions. The 
speaker meeting started off with hundreds of enthusiastic, 
sober, young people dancing in the aisles, again, and on their 
chairs, celebrating sobriety! Every few minutes one of them 
yelled, “WACKY, WACKY, WACKY”, leading hundreds 
to loudly yell back, “PAA, PAA, PAA!” I was very moved 
by all the energy in the room. The countdown brought tears 
and rousing applause as a member from out of town, with 50 
years of continuous sobriety, gave a Big Book to our newest 
newcomer. The members from Eugene, Oregon burst with 
emotion when their bid for next year’s WACKYPAA XIII 
was officially accepted! Sterling H. was the main speaker for 
the evening sharing his message of hope for both young and 
old (like me). He mentioned there were some who had 
stayed up for three days, with no sleep, as not to miss 
anything! Two more dances, lasting till the wee hours, 
closed the busy day. Not too sure if those insomniacs made 
it further.  

Sunday morning began with your choice of yoga, a spiritual 
walk…or both. Then the spiritual speaker, Tina M., from 
Mission Viejo, Calif., closed the event with another beautiful 
message. I have attended many AA conventions and none 
were more fun or brought the tears this one did.  

I need to thank the members who worked so hard putting 
this on: Erica, J.R., Danielle, Tres, Ray, Mellisa, Dan, Tom, 
Marion, Ed, Reginna, Michael, Laura, Karri, Erin, CW, 
Beth, Stacy, Dustin, Jared, Joe, Kevin, Luke, Steven, Tim, 
Tony, Sherrie, Tara, Marissa, Stephen, Suzanne, Bill.
